Co-ordinating Conjunctions

Definition Co-ordinating conjunctions joins the clauses of equal ranks . There are four kinds of Co-ordinating
conjunctions .

» Adversative conjunctions

‘Cumulative or Copulative conjunctions

» Cumulative or Copulative conjunctions adds one statement to another.
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Examples: And, both, also ,too, as well as, no less than , not only, but also etc.

Both he and his brother are intelligent. - ujﬁd’cui»é% K1 sl
Not only I but also my father went there. -Zupu‘f e /{,ﬁ U 2.2
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Disjunctive or Alternative conjunctions

» Disjunctive or Alternative conjunctions express choice between alternative.
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Examples: Or, either, neither, else , otherwise , either-or , neither-or etc.

- Adversative conjunctions

» Adversative conjunctions expresses contrast between two statement.
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ExamPles: Still , however, whereas , only , while , nevertheless , but, yet, etc.

He 1s poor but he 1s honest.
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He was 1ll, still, he did his duty.
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He 1s honest while his brother i1s dishonest.
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He was all right only he was tired.
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[llative conjunctions

» Illative conjunctions expresses result.
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EX&IIIplCSt So , hence , thus, therefore, because, as , for etc.

He was 1ll; so he did not got school.
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It was very hot, so we stopped our journey.
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He was a killer therefore he was hanged.
