Definition A conditional sentence is a type of a sentence that states a condition and the outcomes of that condition
occurring.

A conditional sentence has two parts :

* A condition or A situation.

* A result or outcomes or consequences.

Note: if the condition is true, then the result will happen.

Zero conditionals

Definition Zero conditionals sentences describe facts or things very likely to happen. Both parts (If + condition + results ) are in the
present simple (present indefinite ).

First conditionals

Definition First conditionals sentences are used to express which the outcomes are likely ( but not guaranteed ) to happen
in the future.
The condition is in the simple present/ present indefinite tense while the result is in the simple future tense.

Second conditionals

Definition Second conditionals sentences are used to talk about unreal or impossible things.
The condition is in the simple past/ simple indefinite tense while would is used in the result.
